TUESDAYS

Art as a Verb for artists 14 and older

(4 weeks) June 8-29. Time: 9-noon All 4 classes $110, drop ins $30 per class

(6 weeks) July 13, 20, 27, Aug 3, 10, and 17. Time: 9:00-noon

All 6 classes for $160. I will need a minimum of 4 artists committed to the full 6 week schedule.
Drop-ins welcome for $30 per class.

A deposit of $80 will hold your place, balance of $80 due at first class.*

Class Description: Pastel painting for adults in the studio and en plein air for beginners to advanced pastel artists. Pastel painting and
landscape basics are covered, along with experimenting with various materials, surfaces and techniques, but more importantly, students
are encouraged to release judgment and expectation, and lose themselves in the act of creation.

Down & Dirty with Pastels for artists ages 6-14.

(6 weeks) July 13, 20, 27, Aug 3, 10, and 17. Time: 3:00-4:30

All 6 classes for $160 ($140 for 2™ sib). I will need a minimum of 4 artists committed to the full 6
week schedule. Single classes are $30, $25 for sibs. All materials are included. Each student also
receives a sketchpad and pencil to keep. Kids must have a signed registration/release form to
participate.

A deposit of $80 will hold your place, balance of $80 due at first class.*

Class Description: We warm up with contour drawing from life, and move on to drawing basics, often creating gorgeous pastel paintings
and seasonal projects. We paint en plein air as much as possible.

WEDNESDAYS

Family Art — Backyard Naturalist and Art of All Sorts

(6 weeks) July 14, 21,28, Aug 4, 11, 18. Time: 10:00 -11:30

For parent/child pairs, kids ages 4 and up. All 6 classes for $180, 2™ sib add $10 per class. All
materials are included. Each artist receives a sketch pad and pencil to keep. (Drop-ins $35 per class)
A deposit of $90 will hold your place, balance due at first class.*

Class Description: We will investigate our immediate surroundings and learn how to keep a nature journal. We will do a lot of contour
drawing from life. We may go to nearby locations such as the beach or woods to experience different environments. We will identify
plants, animals, birds and trees by using field guides while drawing what we see all along the way. We will also record all of the things
we sense such as sounds and weather. Additionally, we will experiment with materials such as colored markers, finger paints, pastels and
Play-Doh.

THURSDAYS

Art as a Verb — Pastel Painting at White Cliffs

(6 weeks) June 10, 9:00-11:00* (note different time for 1% class only), June 17, 24, (no class
July1) July 8, 15, 22. Time: 10-noon
